	Employee accidents 

There were 6 accidents involving personal injury.
In the first quarter there were 24 accidents compared with 34 last year; a reduction of 29%, although the number of RIDDOR reports is the same at 3. The comparable figures, in italic print, for last year have been included in Table 1.

02/06/08
	The IP states that he tripped and fell on steps outside a property in Kimberworth and twisted his knee. Minor injury.


	Customer Services Manager

02/06/08
	The IP states that she slipped on the kitchen floor in the management suite at Eastwood injuring her knees, lower back and right foot. Minor injuries.


	Gas fitter

06/06/08
	The IP states that he was refitting a gas fire front at a property in Maltby when he cut his thumb on the case. Minor injury.

	Violence to staff incidents

One report has been made concerning a tenant who was verbally abusive and threatening to a Neighbourhood Housing Officer who was investigating a littering incident. The Neighbourhood Champion will be serving an Anti-social Behaviour Contract on the tenant.



	Gas RIDDOR reports
Three reports have been made concerning work carried out by contractors to our Decent Homes partners. In each case the defect was rectified while the gas QA inspector was on site.


	Asbestos incident
A builders’ bag containing a large number of pieces of broken AIB was deposited in the yard at Eastwood by estate caretakers from the Maltby office. The material was not wrapped or sealed nor was it entered into the waste record log for deposit in the disposal skip. Some bits were left in the yard. The Response team bagged and sealed the material and tidied up.

The Health and safety manager spoke to the team the following day to express concern in respect of their health and others nearby as well as prejudicing 2010’s position. Some of the team had received asbestos awareness training. We will ensure the others receive it. The Estate Management Champion is undertaking an investigation.
HSE Improvement Notice – Asbestos surveys

At the end of June 33 type 3 survey reports have been received from Tersus.
Checking the most recent reports it was noticed that Tersus have not been able to access the fire back/chimney. As it is we will only have small sample of properties to clone to the stock. It is essential that we get as much information as possible about each property put up for survey. The gas fitters have been asked to ensure that any gas fire is temporarily moved when the supply is capped to enable a more thorough inspection by Tersus.

Decent Homes site inspections

12 site visits have been made covering 62 properties. Copies of reports have been given to partners
