	Employee Accidents 

There were 4 accidents involving personal injury including 1 RIDDOR report.

This is significantly below the monthly average (based on 2007/8).

01/05/08
	The IP states that he strained his shoulder and back pulling cables through roof spaces in the Town Hall.



	Joiner

09/05/08


	The IP states that he was removing an old metal air vent cover when he cut his left hand index finger.
He was not wearing gloves. Gloves are available. PPE kits are being provided and the use of PPE will be better enforced.


	Apprentice Bricklayer

14/05/08
	The IP states that he was throwing bricks on to the back of a wagon when one struck a piece of timber which flew up and hit him on the nose.

There have been other accidents of this type I will be issuing some guidelines on loading and unloading vehicles in this manner.



	Plasterer

30/05/08
	The IP states that he was skimming a kitchen ceiling at a property in Anston when some plaster from the trowel fell into his left eye. The IP lost more than 3 days as a result, a RIDDOR report has been made.

The risk of eye injury when plastering ceilings is not considered significant; eye protection is not usually worn. We will review this position.

	Asbestos

The Asbestos Project Manager and I attended a meeting with ALMO representatives from Sheffield, Doncaster Nottingham and Three Valleys to discuss and compare notes on asbestos including database information for maintenance and management, tenant information and management of asbestos in communal areas of flats.

In general everyone has either completed or is working towards type 2 surveys for all properties. This has been backed up in some cases with “enhanced type 2” surveys or “localised type 3” surveys to provide more detail.

Sheffield makes property-specific information available to tenants through the web. Nottingham City Homes are considering doing the same. The example of South Lakelands was referred to. At the moment we make generic information available to tenants through the handbook.
An outstanding issue for us is the inspection of communal areas of flats where Regulation 4 of the Asbestos Regulations (the duty to manage asbestos in non-domestic premises) applies.

A future meeting is proposed to discuss asbestos work carried out at the non-licensed level, for example by IHSP’s, and the use of licensed contractors where necessary.
Health and Safety Executive Improvement Notice – Asbestos Surveys

So far 55 void properties have been identified for type 3 surveys and 24 surveys have been completed.
We are not yet in a position to quantify how many surveys will be required to provide a representative sample for each of the property archetypes.
Decent Homes Site Inspections

We have started a programme of site visits which will be scored against the risk ratings agreed by the Partnering Board. A copy of the agreed scoring system is attached.
Meetings with Board Members
The first monthly meeting was held with Guy Demartino, Board Health and Safety Champion.

The Director of Investment and I met with Councillor Simon Currie to discuss accident and injury data and our general approach to health and safety. Councillor Currie provided examples of pocket-sized diary booklets containing health and safety information. We will incorporate the relevant parts into our draft health and safety policy booklet.
