	Health and Safety Executive Improvement Notice – Asbestos surveys
A copy of the action plan to respond to the notice is attached to this report.

So far 20 void properties have been identified for type 3 surveys and 5 completed surveys have been received. We are proposing to step up the rate to 10 per week.

We are not yet in a position to quantify how many surveys will be required to provide a representative sample for each of the property archetypes.
