	Employee Accidents 

There were 5 accidents involving personal injury and an road traffic accident involving 2 employees during February. There were 2 RIDDOR reports arising from physical assault.

Electrician
	The IP cut two fingers on a sharp object in  the loft space at a tenant’s home.(Minor injury)


	27/02/08

Electrician
	The IP was filling his van with diesel when some was spilled because the pump did not shut off. He slipped on the fuel and jarred his lower back. (Minor injury)



	27/02/08

Groundworker
	The IP was making a hole for a hand rail post when he struck his right index finger with a hammer. He was wearing gloves, but sustained cuts and fractures to his finger. (Minor injury)



	20/02/08

Contract Surveyor
	The IP bent down to examine a front door at a tenant’s property when he was bitten on the left thigh by the tenant’s dog. He sustained bruising to his leg. (Minor injury)
 

	29/02/08

Electricians
	The IP’s were driving on the MI motorway when their vehicle was struck in the rear by the following vehicle. Both sustained minor injuries to the neck. (Road Traffic Accident)


	Violence to staff incidents

Three incidents were reported


	01/02/08
Customer Services Advisor

	The CSA was verbally abused and threatened by a tenant who had problems with his property. The incident has been dealt with by the Neighbourhood Champion.



	01/02/08

Acting Receptionist
	The Receptionist was verbally abused by a tenant because of a disagreement over the siting of a waste skip at his home in order to carry out roof work.  He also claimed that the gate and wall were damaged. This has been resolved with the Repairs Champion.

 

	26/02/08
Plumber

Apprentice Plumber
	The two employees were violently assaulted outside tenant’s property in Thrybergh by three men intent upon stealing tools and equipment from the van. The assailants have been identified and detained. The injuries sustained by the employees were reported under RIDDOR.



	Non-injury incidents



	A visit was made to North Road at the request of a Decent Homes surveyor to examine the scaffolding used to provide access for fitting a vertical flue through the roof. The platform provided fell short of the required position and a step ladder had been lodged in the valley gutter. It was damp at the time and the roof was slate and there was a risk of the worker falling or sliding down the roof under the platform provided. The work was stopped pending a further lift being fitted to the scaffold or an appropriate roof ladder used in conjunction with the existing scaffold. The use of working platforms and scaffolds for work at height has been taken up with the Decent Homes partners.


	Gas RIDDOR reports

One report has been made concerning a disconnected flue in the loft of a tenant’s home. The installation which had been completed by ROK under the Decent Homes programme was inspected by one of our gas QA inspectors. The specification for flue arrangements carried out under the DH programme is being amended to avoid vertical flues where this is possible.

Dangerous occurrences

Scaffolding which had been erected at a tenant’s property collapsed during the high winds on the evening of Friday, 29th February 2008. No one was injured; however some damage was caused to the roof of the neighbouring property, which is privately owned. The scaffold was more than 5 metres high and thus reportable as a Dangerous Occurrence RIDDOR. 
A similar incident occurred on a property undergoing Decent Homes work by Henry Boot. Some minor damage was caused.
